United Nations Environment Programme – Finance Initiative (UNEP-FI)

It is partnership between UN Environment and global financial sector. It was 
established in wake of the 1992 Earth Summit with mission to promote 
sustainable finance. More than 240 financial institutions including banks, 
insurers and investors work with UN Environment under it. It hosts its 
Global Roundtable every other year since 1994. In 2017, UNEP FI had 
established regional roundtables to celebrate its 25th Anniversary.

Lower permafrost layers contain soils made mostly of minerals. Whereas, 
top layer soil of permafrost does not stay frozen all year. It is active layer 
which thaws during warm summer months and freezes again in winter.

Recent Developments

India and Seychelles have established relationship in defence and 
maritime security. Under it, India helps to patrol waters of Seychelles and 
gives equipment to island nation’s defence forces.

In recent years, India has agreed to help Seychelles map its hydrology 
reserves, launched coastal surveillance radar project and boosted 
security cooperation with island nation.

Assumption Island: In 2015, Seychelles had agreed to allocate land on its 
Assumption Island for India to build its first naval base in IOR to expand 
its footprint in the strategically-key region where China has been trying to 
enhance its military presence. In this regard, agreement was signed in 
2015 between India and Seychelles.

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Issue
Group of bandits have kidnapped students from a boarding school in 
northern Nigeria’s Kaduna sate.

Background
Nigeria has a complex political situation with large number of insurgent 
groups fighting against the state. The major losers are common citizens.

Details
 This is tenth such kidnapping of school students since the infamous 
kidnapping of girls by Boko Haram militant group few years ago.
 This time around, the authorities say that a group of armed bandits 
were responsible for the kidnapping process. 
 The bandits have been invoking terror in lives of common citizens of the 
area. They have also been providing vital support for Jihadis and 
destabilizing the state.
 The Nigerian army had recently rescued another group of students from 
bandits. They managed to kill about 40 bandits and recovered heavy 
ammunition.

Kidnappings by bandits
 The 2014 kidnapping of school girls by Boko Haram gained 
international attention. There was a campaign to bring back the children, 
which was even supported by Michele Obama.
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Indian Ocean Region (IOR) and for effective deterrence. Indian Navy is 

looking to build its assets to consolidate its supremacy in strategically 

important IOR where Chinese Navy also operates. 

Indian Navy has fleet of more than 100 submarines and surface warships. It 

currently possesses 14 conventional submarines, including Scorpene. But 

only half are operational at any given point of time. India Navy also has two 

nuclear-powered submarines INS Arihant (SSBN, a ballistic missile 

submarine) and INS Chakra (SSN, a nuclear-powered one) leased from 

Russia.

Recently, in March 2019 India had sealed a US $3 billion deal with Russia 

for leasing of nuclear-powered attack submarine (INS Chakra III) for Indian 

Navy for a period of 10 years. Under this deal, Russia will have to deliver 

Chakra III, an Akula class submarine, to Indian Navy by 2025. It will be third 

Russian submarine to be leased to Indian Navy.
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 The Boko Haram was accused of using the girls as human shield when 
they planned to launch attack on the government.
 The process of banditry involves using weapons and violence to carry out 
extraction, killing, kidnappings, rapes etc. They do not have ideology or any 
intention.

Start of banditry
 The banditry originated as a fierce competition between different groups 
for scarce resources. They started using violence for snatching cattle, water, 
food etc.
 The individual competition soon turned into community rivalry, between 
different tribes and religion. The main idea was to dominate the area.
 Large sections depend on banditry for their income. They currently enjoy 
lavish lifestyle supported by ruthless actions.

Boko Haram
 Boko Haram’s official name is Jama’a Ahl as-Sunnah Li-da’wa wa-al 
Jihad. It is an organization that rejects western education and customs.
 It originated in Northeast Nigeria and soon spread to neighbouring 
countries of Niger, Cameroon and Chad.
