P Things to note during the exam
1). Devote most of your time to the questions in the

latter half

This section of the exam is divided into two parts:
the first half contains the kaniji reading questions,
while the latter half features the vocabulary
questions. Spending a lot of time on each kanii
reading question does not improve your chances of
determining the right answer. The best way to tackle
this section is to devote most of your time to the
questions in the latter half, which ask you to choose
the correct usage of the word.

2). Carefully look at the answer selections

Though it is important to read each question
carefully, be sure to look over all the answers rather
than focusing only on the one you think is correct.
Many of the questions contain answers in which the
kaniji or reading provided are only slightly different,
suchas 3B and &, or & 2 WA and L HWA .
Rushing can cause you to make simple mistakes,
so be sure to carefully review each question and the

answers that are given.

3). Pay attention to particles and parts of speech

The latter half of this section asks you to
determine the correct usage of vocabulary. Though
the meaning of the words may be the same, there
are times that the particles or parts of speech used
together with these words vary. Avoid focusing only
on the word in the question. Remember to pay
attention to the particles and parts of speech that
precede or follow the word, for they can provide
you with hints to help identify the right answer.

» Study Methods
1). Memorize the kaniji readings and meaning together

with the vocabulary

The best approach to guarantee your success on
this section is to memorize not only the readings
and meaning of each kanji, but also the words
in which they are used. It takes a lot of effort to
commit these to memory, but if you can associate
one with the other, you will be able to boost the
number of kanji and vocabulary you can effectively
use. All your hard work will pay off when you tackle
the vocabulary questions on the test.

2). Consistently review what you have learned

The more kanji and vocabulary that you learn,
the better your score will be. However, memorizing
a large number of kanji and vocabulary will only
earn you points if you are able to select the right
answer on the test. For instance, the words X
R and & & have entirely different meanings. The
key is to consistently review as you move forward
with your studies, making sure that you know the
correct meaning and usage of the words you have
learned. Try answering the practice questions or
using previously learned vocabulary when actually
speaking with a Japanese person. Another good
study method is to practice entering words on a
Japanese language compatible cell phone or word
processing program, and then check to see if the
waord is correctly converted to kanii.

Strategy for Grammar .........cccieevienereenens

P Things to note during the exam
1). Always keep an eye on the clock

The grammar questions and reading questions
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are taken together in the same time block, so it is
important to manage your time wisely. Try to avoid
lingering too long on one question and losing track
of the time. Work through the grammar questions
as fast as you can. This will leave you with enough
time to focus on the reading questions in the latter
half.

2). Consider the meaning of each question

One of the question types for the grammar part
requires you to insert the correct word into the
blank. For these questions, pay attention to the
words that precede and foliow the blank, and try to
consider the meaning of the entire sentence. Doing
this will enable you to identify the word that best
fits the blank. Carefully read each question, and
determine what kind of word is needed to make the
sentence coherent, such as a subjunctive form or
contradictory conjunction.

P Study Methods
1)._Review and master what you learned at the

beginning level

Improving your overall test score starts with

reviewing the basics. If you fail to fully learn the
beginning level grammar structures that you studied,
such as the plain and causative forms, you will be
unable to use them correctly and fail to improve
your test score. Practicing higher level structures is
important, but make sure that you have mastered
the fundamentals first.

2). Practice using Japanese in a variety of situations

By the time you reach N3, you should be more
than able to understand the Japanese you hear
in everyday life. Ask yourself: Can | describe my
daily routine in Japanese? Practice explaining in
Japanese, in as much detail as possible, what you
did from the time you woke up until you left your
home this morning. Make a list of the things that
you have trouble saying or describing, and then look
up those words. By trying to use Japanese to talk

about a wide variety of things, you will gain a firm
grasp of the expressions used in everyday life. Most
of all, this approach will help you practice speaking
Japanese in real-life situations.

3). Familiarize yourself with the question styles

Try answering a wide variety of practice questions.
This will help you become familiar with the test
format. A good way to practice is to try answering
the grammar questions that appear on the N2 level
exam. Knowing the different types of questions will
make it easier for you to concentrate and quickly
answer the questions during the actual test.

Strategy for Reading Comprehension ......

P Things to note during the exam
1)._Look over the questions before you read each
passage

The key to this part of the exam is to adjust your

reading style to fit the scope of the questions. To
understand the author's opinion, it is important to
read the entire passage. In contrast, when looking at
a help wanted ad for a part time job, you should only
skim for the information you need to know. Always
make it a point to read the questions first. This will
help you determine how to approach each passage.

2). Look at the surrounding sentences for questions

as!{ing you to identify the reason
In questions, such as ~Z®MIEE 5 LTH , which
ask you to identify the reason that explains the

underiined section, the important thing is to examine
the surrounding sentences. Look for expressions
suchas ~»5TH3 ,~bit#,and ~DTH 3,
because they often refer to the reason.

3)._Refer to the preceding sentences for questions

asking you to identify what the reference terms

indicate

In questions such as [ Z 1] &iXfa] A that require
you to identify the information indicated by reference
terms, the key is to carefully examine the preceding
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sentences. You will often find the answer before
sentences that contain expressions such as Z®M &
Iz and ZHThiE.

4). Pay attention to the author’s opinion in the final

aragraph
Generally the most important point is summarized
in the conclusion given in the paragraph at the end
of the passage. In questions where you are asked
EENFBROE VWV ERMAD (what is the point
the author wishes to convey?), make sure to look at
the final paragraph or sentence of the passage.

p Study Methods
1). Read literature that you find interesting

The best way to boost your reading ability is
to read as much as possible. The easiest way
to accomplish this is to read something you find
interesting. Whether it is a textbook, comic, or mail

from a friend, the important thing is to read things
that you want to read. Reading will help you grow
accustomed to how Japanese is written, and in time
you will be able to read longer forms of literature.

2). Don't rely on your dictionary as you read

Using your dictionary to confirm the meaning
of words is important, but looking up each word
you don't understand makes it difficult to finish
reading something. You are not allowed to use your
dictionary on the test, so to better prepare yourself
the best thing to do is read without your dictionary.
This will help to develop your ability to infer the
main points and pick up the meaning of words from
context. You will also become able to read faster. If
you encounter words for which you can't infer the
meaning, write them down and then look them up
in the dictionary later..

refers to the date or time.

m Section 2 Point Comprehension
This section tests your ability to listen for items
that are specified beforehand and identify the main

point. In addition to hearing the question before each
listening task, you will also have time to look over the
answer selections. Use this information to predict
what will be played during the listening task and pick
out the main point.

When you answer the question for a given task,
always listen to the question carefully, and then select
the answer that best fits what is being asked. While
many of the answer choices wil feature information
from the actual conversation, they are not always
the best answer for that question. This is perfectly
ilustrated by question 6. Here the question is %4

answer that indicates the essential point the teacher
seeks to emphasize.

Another important point to remember is that the
correct answer is often a paraphrased version of
something that was said in the actual conversation.

For example in question 2 the answer 33 ICE T
ED>THH57H5 (Her dad drove her to school )
matches what the girl says to the boy, which is &
MEIADEILELTHS 5720 (My dad gave
me a ride to school). In addition, make sure you
are familiar with the different sound changes of
words, suchas BHEN B2 > T [=TLE-T]
in question 1, for they often appear in conversations

on the test.
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m Section 3 Summary Comprehension

The questions in this section ask you to identify
the speaker's intent or opinion. Though the actual
question is not played before the listening task, you
are given a simple explanation of the situation. Pay
careful attention to the explanation of the situation
and the subsequent utterances given, and make
sure that you understand the setting in which
the statements are made and the relationship of
the characters in each dialogue. For example, in
question 1 two coworkers are speaking together
at a hospital, while in question 2 a woman is being
interviewed ( after she has seen a movie ).

This section also features questions that ask you
to identify the speaker's opinion, such as question 3,
in which the man says RITHEO¥IEEH - &K<
L TIE LW (I'd like them to make the cost of flights
cheaper ). As you listen to each conversation, focus
your attention on the sentences that introduce the
main point or idea the speaker wishes to convey.

m Section 4 Utterance Expressions

This section tests your ability to select the most
appropriate utterance by listening to the explanation
of a situation while referring to the pictures provided.
Using the information obtained from the initial
explanation and the pictures in the text booklet,
identify the setting in which the statements are made
and the relationship of the characters in these short
dialogues. Fully understanding the situation will help
you determine the correct answer. These questions
often feature expressions that are commonly used
within everyday life, such as question 1 & i 1 #&
T L 7= (good job ; thanks for the hard work ; see
you later ), question 3 FHIDF + > I & LBV
L %9 (I would like to cancel my reservation ), and
question 4 & L= HKEL THLVEVATTY
(1 would like to have the day off tomorrow ). Make
it a point to memorize these expressions and the
context in which they are used. For honorifics and
other forms of polite language, make sure that you
are able to select the appropriate style that best fits

the situation.

m Section 5 Quick Response

In this section you are required to listen to short
utterances, such as an inquiry, and choose the most
appropriate response. You will not hear the question
before the task or be provided with an explanation of
the situation.

The key to doing well on this section is to
understand the speaker's intent for making the
statement, and then selecting the best response. For
situations in which someone offers to help or makes
a kind suggestion, such as F{z& 2 » ? ( Do you
need a hand? ) in queston 3 or 2 LKA £ 57
( Why don't you take a break? ) in question 6, the
natural thing to do is to express your gratitude.
This section also contains a number of questions in
which you must select an answer that empathizes
with the feelings conveyed by the speaker. For
example, in question 8 the speaker says ***Rf&5
EWEWWATTIFER (-1 hope it doesn't rain ),
so the best way to respond would be 5 & - &/DE
T4 (1 hope not, too ). Likewise in question 9 the
speaker remarks - F&& T9 4. KX, thus the
natural response would be to express one's own
disappointment by saying & &L THET TIE LW
T¥ 8 (It'd be great if she didn't have to quit ).

p Study Methods

Strive to listen to the CD everyday and further
develop your listening ability. Repetition is important,
even when listening to the same questions. The
conversations you will hear on the N3 exam resemble
conversations you hear in everyday life, and they are
played relatively close to natural speed. Make an effort
to memorize the words and expressions that you
commonly hear within daily life, along with the
different situations in which they are used.

Boosting your vocabulary is extremely important
for the listening section. Knowing the meaning
of the kanji is important, but if you are unfamiliar
with the reading, you will be unable to catch the
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word when it is said. Memorize both the kanji and
their subsequent readings, and train yourself to be
able to pick out the vocabulary when it is used in
conversation.

Likewise, there are a number of different
expressions that can be used to describe the same
thing. There are also times the sound changes
for the words that are spoken. Learn the various
expressions used to convey the same meaning as
well as their contracted forms. This will enable you
to understand any expression or the pronunciation
pattern you hear.
